Action checklist

■ Pick a short passage — 5–15 verses. Something you've been sitting in.

■ Read it aloud, slowly, twice. No screens.

■ Then open Claude. Use it ONLY for:

   • Historical / cultural context (who, when, why written)

   • Cross-references you should look up next

   • Original-language word notes

■ DO NOT ask Claude what it means for your life. That's your work and the Spirit's.

■ Write your own one-sentence application. That's the artifact.

THE LINE

AI is a research partner. The Spirit is the teacher. Confuse the two and you'll trade
communion for content.
