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The Values-Run Storehouse
Write what your house stands for — then make the money obey it.

Most budgets fail because they're built on math alone. Write your Family Values first — 3 to 5 short,
declarative lines — then run the storehouse against them. Every recurring charge either serves what
your house stands for, or it goes.

Action checklist

■ Write your 3–5 Family Values with Claude as scribe — short, declarative, yours. Post them
where the family sees them.

■ List every recurring charge once — bank/card statements, plus Apple and Google subscriptions.

■ Set the recurring monthly sweep (Calendar event, or a 'Storehouse sweep' Habitify habit). Each
month, paste the list into Claude (names + amounts only, no card numbers): "Judge each charge
against these values. Which serves them? Cut one that doesn't."

■ Review one value out loud at each Weekly Family Meeting — values reviewed stay alive.

TWO SAILS, ONE RIG

Family Values is the sail; the monthly sweep is how it catches wind. Money follows values
— yours, or somebody else's.
